Memorandum of Understanding

between

College of Medicine, Chung Shan Medical University (hereinafter referred to as

CSMU) and the Faculty of Medicine, Chiang Mai University, agree to conclude this

memorandum of understanding with the purpose of deepening friendship and

extending collaboration in the scope of education, research and services at both

universities.

[.  Both parties to this agreement seek to build a collaborative relationship involving

the following programs, the actual details of which will be discussed and

mutually agreed to by both universities.
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Exchange program for faculty and students
Sharing academic information and materials
Research collaboration

Organizing joint conferences

Other academic and research activities agreeable to both universities

II. This agreement shall not be construed as a legally binding document to create

any legally enforceable rights benefiting either of the parties.

[II. The agreement shall remain in force for a period of five years from the date of

signatures by the representatives of both universities, and will be extended

automatically for an additional period of two years if there is no objection by

either party. Any amendment or modification to this agreement is subject to

written mutual consent.

IV. Termination of this agreement by any of the parties shall be submitted with a

written notification to the other party at least six months prior to the intended
